A LUST PROSPEROUS AREA IN BIEN HOA CITY

Tran Thuong Xuyén was a loyal general to the Ming Dynasty in China in the 17th century. However, his
ammy was defeated by the Qing's army and had to escape to Vietnam. His ships arrived in Da Nang in 1679.
Tran Thuong Xuyén asked Nguyén Lord, whose name was Nguyén Phdc Tan, to allow his family and amy to
live there and work for Nguyen Lord's government.
