Traditional media losing revenues to social media

Traditional media, such as newspapers and magazines, are experiencing declining revenues due to rising
competition from social media, government officials and analysts say. Deputy Minister of Communications
Nguyen Huy Dung stated at a forum last Friday that newspapers and magazines saw their revenues decrease
by 9.4% in the first nine months of last year.

Traditional media, such as newspapers and magazines, are experiencing declining revenues due to rising
competition from social media, government officials and analysts say. Deputy Minister of Communications
Nguyen Huy Dung stated at a forum last Friday that newspapers and magazines saw their revenues decrease
by 9.4% in the first nine months of last year.
